Liberia on the path to recovery ....
Challenges and prospects

As Liberia moves toward stabilization,
a gradual leave-over after a time of
second thoughts about the safety and
condition of the country by many Libe-
rians, international organizations, and
investors, the advances made on the va-
rious fronts are clear; and the world has
began to express satisfaction about the
nation’s capability of handling econo-
mic, financial and security issues — these
being of pivotal and critical concern to
the general wholesomeness of a nation
that experienced one of the sub-region’s
maddest blood bath in the history of re-
bel scuffle.

One of the events that will sooner help
to relieve Liberia’s economic worries
is the recent Mino River Union (MRU)
governments and Businessmen Round-
table meeting held in Yamoussoukro,
Ivory Coast. The business roundtable
meeting was aimed at facilitating trade
and subsequently boosting the region’s
economies. The roundtable is a respon-
se to the widespread concern of member
states to foster the rehabilitation of their
economies by improving investment.
The MRU in this direction hopes to pro-
vide jobs and reduce poverty which, in
turn will steady vulnerable populations.
However, a fast relieved and relaxed act
of complacency would be somewhat de-
trimental to the total up-to-present level
of achievement the country can boast of
as far as the OUTWARD APPEARAN-
CE is concerned. There are yet a series
of measures needed to be taken in order
to substantiate what government and
partners have knitted for the past years
of “RELATIVE CALM” and to keep up
with demanding thresholds of sustaina-
ble deliverables from the citizenry.

Despite efforts by institutions, corrup-
tion continues to be a harmful virus
challenging the economic progress of
the country. “Corruption continues to
deepen poverty and stall the realization
of the Millennium Development Goals
(MDGs) in Africa,’ a report by the Uni-
ted Nations Economic Commission for
Africa (ECA) states.

As
corrective measures, the country needs
stronger and viable institutions that are
autonomous and self-sustaining; better
pay for government workers, among
others.

Amidst these national concern issues,
Montserrado County went to the polls
on 10 November 2009 in a senatorial
by-election which political pundits be-
lieve projects a miniature picture of
what 2011 general and presidential
elections look like. Euphoria of unbelie-
vable campaign rallies continued to in-
crease its tempo as countdown began on
Election Day. Ten political parties and
independent candidates aspired for the
senatorial seat of Montserrado County.
Results have still not been given since
up to the writing of this article.

During the lessons, when the
students are working hard on their test
papers, you can feel the tension and
concentration — Grassfield School is
silent! I am sitting in the office of Pa-
trick Clarke, who is the school’s regist-
rar and in this function coordinates the
sponsorship programme at Grassfield
School. He is telling me about the spon-
sorship programme and how important
it is. And it makes a difference! In the
school year of 2008/09, one of the 12th-
grade graduates is Afreda Mallobe. Her
graduation is exceptional — because she
is blind. Her strong determination to
succeed and the support through LDA’s
sponsorship programme made it pos-
sible for her to keep up with the other

students and finally pass the national
exams. Now, she wants to go to college
and continue her education.

During the break Patrick Clarke has
arranged for me to meet Grassfield’s
fadderbarnen. Asking them how they
like school, I just get a big smile as an
answer. The tests this week are hard, but
none of the students seems to be anx-
ious about the results. They have practi-
ced and studied and are quite confident
about the results. Then, we take pictures
together and all of them laugh when we
say “cheeeeese”.

Through LDA’s fadderverksamhet, cur-
rently 26 students are enabled to access
school education at Grassfield for free,
including a free lunch on every school
day. A big thank you to all the fadders
in Sweden!
